Do not act confraatational, but make a Club

Officer or Board Member aware sf the situition (contact info by Clubhouse door) if the situation cannot

be corrected in a professional manner.

10. No exploding targos olany type allowed * unless approved by the Board !r/ sigrred eonsent'

11. Use LEAD or LEAD CORE bullets only, (no steel core) when shooting at metal silhouettes or steei

plate targets.

12. Targets must be placed directly in front of the berms. Furthermore, all shots must directly impact the

earthen berms and uicrstops direcily in front of your positioa to avoid dangerous ricochets - there is

absolutely NO shooting at'ground targets, at the gro*a between the firing line and berm, in the air or

across the ranges!

13. place targets to minimize damage to target frames, Don',t place targets in front of frame posts or cross

rnembers.

14. Range hours are Daylight ONLY ( 8am to Dusk I sunset). NO shooting at night!

15. No hunting or shooting wildlife at any time on wFG property.

16. Members and guests ale required to clean up after thernselves of any trash, debris, used targets, spent

shell casings, etc. put in design*ted trash bins, buming barrels or brass buckets. Any brass left behind

becomes the sole properfy of the WFG.

17. Members mustligV-fn share the gate combination with a non-member
